Why should I take Asbestos Awareness Training?
Asbestos Awareness Training is required for all employees whose work 
activities may contact asbestos containing material (ACM) or 
presumed asbestos containing material (PACM) but do not disturb the 
ACM or PACM during their work activities.

This training includes information concerning the locations of thermal 
systems insulation, surfacing ACM/PACM, asbestos containing 
flooring material, flooring material where the absence of asbestos has 
not yet been certified and instruction in the recognition of damage, 
deterioration and de-lamination of ACM.

Training is valid for one year from the completion date.  Annual 
Asbestos Refresher Awareness Training is required by OSHA/
MIOSHA.
